Loans for EU students
Undergraduate 
To cover annual tuition fees for undergraduate courses, students from EU countries who are 
applying to enter university in the 2017 academic year can apply to Student Finance England 
(SFE) for a repayable tuition fee loan for each year of their course.

Postgraduate  
Students from EU countries who are applying to study a Master’s degree, may be entitled  
to apply to Student Finance England (SFE) for a repayable loan of up to £10,000. The UK  
Government has confirmed it will be providing loans of £25,000 for Doctorates from the 
2018/19 academic year. www.uwe.ac.uk/postgraduatefunding

IGCSE English with a score of grade C or above meets our English language requirements in 
most programmes.

A score of 70% in English at Extended Level meets our English Language requirements for 
2017 entry. 

We offer a range of Pre-sessional English language courses, with various durations and fee 
levels, to help you achieve the required English level for undergraduate and postgraduate 
study at UWE Bristol. To be eligible for entry, you must first apply for your main degree at
