Our location: The Orega Building, 10 Victoria Street, is located on the corner of Victoria Street and Counterslip, next to the traffic lights. 

If coming from the direction of Broadmead the building will be on your left. If coming from Temple Meads, it will be on your right.  

 

By bus:  There are several bus stops within a minutes’ walk from the building. Check the traveline website for details of buses that stop 

on or nearby Victoria Street. 

 

By rail:  Bristol Temple Meads is the nearest train station.  Check the National Rail Enquiries website for details of trains which serve this 

station. It is approximately a 10 minute walk from Bristol Temple Meads station to Ten Victoria Street.  Alternatively, you can get a bus 

or taxi from the station forecourt to Ten Victoria Street.   

 

By car:  Visitor parking must be booked in advance and is subject to availability.  If you require this, please let Access West of England 

know as soon as possible so that arrangements can be made.  Alternatively, there is street parking nearby (metered and for up to one 

hour) and a selection of public car parks in the vicinity. The nearest NCP is on Queen Charlotte Street 

 

 

Upon arrival:  Enter Ten Victoria Street through the front door and report to 

reception.  Please inform the receptionist that you have an appointment with 

Access West of England.  

Ten Victoria Street is fully accessible and has accessible toilets.  The 

assessment room is on the first floor accessed by lift. 

Reception is open between 08.30am and 6.00pm.
