Have you had your Men ACWY vaccination?

Ask your GP for the Men ACWY vaccination before you leave home. It protects you against four
different causes of meningitis and septicaemia, which can be very serious.

It's really important that you get vaccinated, as you'll be mixing with lots of new people who
may unknowingly carry meningococcal bacteria.

The vaccination is available to all first-time university students up to 25 years of age, including
international students.

Our University Health Centre can vaccinate you once you've registered with them, but please
try to see your home GP first.
