Print: Grammar books and language packs are on Level 4. They can be
found at shelf number 468.2 and can be borrowed. The Library has a
subscription to Authentik, which contains sound excerpts from the
Spanish news, along with accompanying articles from the press. If you
would like to use a language pack in the library there are computers
available in the PC lab 4D29. You may need headphones and these can be
borrowed from the Short Loan Area on Level 2.

Electronic: The Library provides electronic access to Oxford Language
Dictionaries Online, which includes a bilingual Spanish-English dictionary.
