Before you start 
We are looking forward to welcoming you in the week commencing 14th September for 
Starting Block and the beginning of your programme.  
Starting Block will help you settle into university and to help you get to know your teaching 
team and course mates. We will help you find your way around, get used to our systems, 
and practice the skills you need to make a strong start. Look out for further emails and 
explore the Starting Block website with more details.  
Your timetable will be available to you via MYUWE (login required) once you have started 
the enrolment process.

Note 
that your login details for MYUWE are different to those used for the UWE Welcome website. 
Enrolment for September programmes will only be open from August onwards. You can find 
guidance and further information on our Enrolment website.  

ID card - upload your photo now 
We can only print your ID card if you have added your photo to MYUWE. To avoid delays, 
upload your photo as soon as you receive your login details. For help, go to our student card 
guidance.  
 
How to make a successful start to your programme  
 
Actions you must complete before you start your study 
  
The Admissions team (admissions@uwe.ac.uk) have already been in touch to let you 
know that you need to provide your academic certificates or evidence of qualifications and 
complete the mandatory professional checks before you start studying with UWE Bristol. 
  
If you do not complete them, it will impact your ability to enrol onto the programme. 
  
You need to complete the: 

• Disclosure and Barring Service (DBS) check 
• Occupational Health clearance (you will receive a link to an online questionnaire from 

Avon Partnership NHS Health Service to complete within five days) 
• Overseas Criminal Record check (only applicable for overseas students or students 

that have lived, studied, or worked overseas for five months or more in the last five 
years) 

   
Find out more about the mandatory professional checks and full details of what to expect as 
part of the application process. 
  
If any of these requirements are still outstanding, you must send the relevant paperwork to 
admissions@uwe.ac.uk, as instructed, as soon as possible.

Spend some time doing a short piece of writing about what you want from the course, 
what your hopes and fears are, and any questions you have. Please feel free to email me 
if there’s anything you’re not sure of. 
 
 
Read around your subject
